NoTV Visual Music Volume 1

NoTV kicks off with 2 DVD’s. The first DVD: “NoTV Visual Music 1” is a compilation providing an overview of the Dutch top VJ’s and DJ’s. A.o. Micha Klein, Danielle Kwaaitaal, Dadara, Vision Impossible, Captain Video, E202, Nog Harder and 7th Day created new works for this DVD. Their VJ art is blended with music by a.o. Steve Rachmad, Speedy J, Lucien Foort, Dimitri, Alain Eskinasi, Human Beings, Secret Cinema en Lo/Mechanik. The works vary from 2D and 3D animation to 8mm film and video microscopic recordings. This is combined with a wide range of dance oriented music styles.

NOTV: HI&LO on tour

Simultaneously we release the first solo DVD: Danielle Kwaaitaal’s ‘HI&LO on tour’. Danielle Kwaaitaal is a pioneer in the field of VJ / video art.  Her work is exhibited in museums, art galleries and clubs all over the world. HI&LO on tour is an audio visual portrait of today’s young generation. She takes the audience on a journey to clubs in Istanbul, Helsinki, Paris and Amsterdam. There she invited over 120 female club visitors to dance in front of the camera. Their impressions: shy, bold or seductive, say more than a thousand words. It’s an intimate and fascinating portrait that subtly reveils cultural differences. At the request of Kwaaitaal prominent local DJ’s made the soundtracks. Helsinki: Orkidea, Istanbul: Mahmut & Doruk, Paris: D'julz, Amsterdam: Kareem Raïhani.

NoTV Visual Music label

Through the emergence of affordable creative technology a whole new generation of visual artists is breaking through: the VeeJays (VJ’s). In contrary to the linear, pre-produced films, the VJ mixes images live into a visual flow blended with the DJ’s music. This combination has become an indispensable element in clubs and at festivals. Like a DJ mixing vinyl with turntables, the VJ uses DVD players, computers and video mixers. Various VJ’s have even developed their own software to create their visual performance on the spot. 

The DJ-VJ combination is the new standard in the international dance community. The Dutch VJ’s now follow the successful international reputation of the Dutch DJ’s. The time is here to provide a platform for this music and image experience that reaches beyond clubs and festivals. NoTV provides this platform for creative talents in the video art and dance scene.
